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1. Overall Description:

3GPP SA3 would like to inform GSMA SECAG that it believes its SCAS specification for the MME product class to be over 60% complete. SA3 would like to encourage GSMA SECAG to take a look at the draft specifications TS33.116 and TS33.117, provide feedback, and use the current version for starting pilot test lab accreditation.

However, GSMA SECAG is asked to note of the following:

· The set of test cases is not yet complete. Some requirements still need test cases.
· The level of detail for the test cases is varying. GSMA SECAG is asked to provide feedback on test cases could serve as examples as to what level of detail is required to enable SECAG accreditation processes.
· SA3 expects to have TS33.116 and TS33.117 ready to start the pilot product evaluation by February 2016.

Furthermore, SA3 has updated TR33.916 to more accurately reflect the methodology used. SA3 would like to ask GSMA SECAG to review TR33.916 and provide input on clauses 4.3 Scope of SECAM Accreditation, 6 Vendor and third-party laboratory accreditation, and 7.2.1 Network product development process and network product lifecycle management. The content of these clauses relates to SECAG processes. Of these clauses, only clause 4.3 was modified, but SECAG should feel free to override the changes proposed by SA3 there.
