Summary of decisions 

All proposals from SMG11 were approved at SMG#30:
· All CRs from SMG11 were approved

· GSM Technical Report (TR 06.75) on Performance Characterization of the AMR speech codec was approved 
· The common SMG11/S4 AMR-WB Work Item description was approved 
· The transfer of GSM 06-series AMR specifications and the TFO specifications to 3GPP S4 maintenance was approved 
1. Change Requests 
· All 18 CRs from SMG11 were approved. There were 14 CRs for AMR and 4 CRs for EFR, including 5 strategic ones: 
a) 4 CRs to 06.81 (Correction to EFR DTX synchronisation to ensure correct comfort noise generation on network side after handover)
b) 1 CR to 06.93 (Introduction of the RATSCCH and TFO for AMR).
All the CRs were from SMG11#12. The CRs are found in Tdocs P-99-630 to P-99-634. (The AMR TFO CR for 08.62 was withdrawn before SMG#30 since it could not be finalised by correspondence in time for SMG#30.)
2. 
New specifications
· The GSM Technical Report 06.75 V2.0.0 "Digital cellular telecommunication system (Phase 2+); Performance Characterization of the GSM Adaptive Multi-Rate (AMR) speech codec" was approved (given in Tdoc P-99-637).

Work items (Tandem Free Operation / AMR Narrowband / Noise Suppression for AMR / AMR Wideband)

· SMG was informed on the work status in each work item. 

· The GSM Technical Report 06.75 on Performance Characterization of the AMR speech codec was approved (see section 2).
· SMG did not rise any concern on the delayed issues: finalisation of AMR TFO (CR to 08.62) and AMR test sequence specification (new specification 06.74). (Note that SMG#30 transferred both of these specifications to 3GPP maintenance, and the CRs on these will be handled under 3GPP.)

4. 
Work management between S4 and SMG11 

· The common SMG11/S4 AMR-WB Work Item description was approved (and will replace the corresponding Work Item description given in Annex F of AMR-Wideband Feasibility Study Report). The AMR-WB WI description is given in Tdoc P-99-636.
· The transfer of all GSM 06-series AMR specifications (06.71, 06.73, 06.74, 06.75, 06.90, 06.91, 06.92, 06.93 and 06.94) and the TFO specifications (02.53 and 08.62) to 3GPP S4 maintenance was approved as proposed by SMG11.
· Work management between SMG11 and S4 (as agreed in joint S4/SMG11 meeting on September 7-8) was presented to SMG and was found agreeable.
5.
Other matters
· ETSI-3GPP agreement and ETSI rules were interpreted so that 3GPP output does not require formal ETSI approval, except for regulatory material (ENs). That is, 3GPP approval is sufficient to produce ETSI deliverables. 
· SMG discussed the transfer of the remaining work (e.g., EDGE) to 3G, and in principle approved to recommend to the ETSI Board that all SMG work shall be transferred to 3GPP at SMG#32, except production of ENs for ME and BSS testing. ETSI GA may endorse this in April 2000.
