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Before the last 3GPP meeting in Osaka, a first draft (ref. 26.226) of the document “Cellular Text telephone Modem minimum performance specification” was presented. This document suggests various tests to be performed in order to check the correct behaviour of the CTM application and gives figures of minimal performances to be achieved. Ericsson has made the corresponding test sequences available.

Section 6.2 is dedicated to the performances of the CTM Receiver for transmission via the PCS 1900 AMR speech channel. The list of tests includes 7.4 and 4.75 kbits/s AMR coders, both in

full and half rate modes, under various C/I conditions.

However, it is likely that the Active Codec Set does not contain the 4.75 or 7.4 modes. In the case that such modes are not used, there is no minimal requirement left for CTM receiver performances.

In addition, EFR and FR could be used as well in case of 911 calls.

Therefore, we here suggest that means be provided by Ericsson to check all AMR modes as well as the EFR and FR in order to cover all the possible implementation cases of the TTY.
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
