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Introduction

This document contains a brief report of the decisions with regard to SA4 matters at TSG-SA#13 (September 24-27, 2001). A list of SA4 input documents at TSG-SA#13 is given in Annex A. (The SA4 Progress Report to TSG-SA#13 is found in TSG-SA Tdoc SP-010451.)

Summary of decisions

All the issues for which SA4 asked approval, were approved. 

· SA4 was given the authority for formal approval of host laboratory work of AMR-WB Characterisation Phase 1B to allow payment to host laboratories upon finishing the host laboratory work (and avoiding the need to wait until TSG-SA#14 in December 2001). (The payment is 15000 €.) 

· The Work Item Description on "Floating-point ANSI-C code for the AMR-WB speech codec" in Tdoc SP-010459 was approved

· The CRs in Tdocs SP-010452 to SP-010458 were  approved
1. Progress in Release 5 Work Items

Rel-5 work was presented. (Progress report is found in Tdoc SP-010451).

It was clarified that the payment for the Characterisation Phase 1B host laboratory work is 15 kEuro, and that the finance for the Characterisation Phase is obtained from codec proponents participating earlier into the Selection Phase.

2. New Work Items

A proposed WID on floating-point specification of the AMR-WB speech codec (Tdoc SP-010459) was approved. It was clarified that the AMR-WB floating-point code will be interoperable with the fixed-point code. Sustaining interoperability to fixed-point (as well as providing the same speech quality) are an essential part of the work as described in the WID.
3. Maintenance of Releases 

All CRs from SA4 were approved (in Tdocs SP-010452 to SP-010458). 

4. Other issues 
· Target completion date for Release 5 was moved from December 2001 to March 2002.
· New SA1 WI on Speech Recognition and Speech Enabled Services (Tdoc SP-010572 attached in the zip-file) was approved. (SA2, SA3 and SA4 have secondary responsibility.) The output will be a study (a Technical Report) on various speech recognition services and technologies and the services that are accessed using them. This TR is scheduled for approval at TSG-SA#15 (March 2002).
· New SA1 WI on Speech Enabled Services Based on Distributed Speech Recognition (DSR) was approved (Tdoc SP-010581 attached in the zip-file). The WI will define the necessary components for speech enabled services based on DSR. Stage 1 description is scheduled for approval at TSG-SA#15. This WI was defined as a building block under feature “Speech Recognition and Speech Enabled Services” (a related new WI approved at TSG-SA#13 – see above).

· New SA1 WI on Digital Rights Management (DRM) was approved for Rel-6 (Tdoc SP-010577 attached in the zip-file). The objective is to specify a framework that will support an interoperable, uniform, high volume market for the distribution of protected content. Expression and enforcement of rights and rules is an essential component of this distribution capability. Supporting WGs: SA4, SA2, SA3 and T2. Note: This WI was first proposed with SA4 leadership. It was later agreed that the service requirements should be done before SA WG4 start their work, and therefore the WI leadership should start at SA WG1 and be updated to SA WG4 at a later date.
· New CN4 WI on introduction of AMR-WB speech service in 3GPP Standards Release 5 - Core Network Aspects was approved at TSG-CN#13 (conditionally: pending for approval by CN4). (WID is found in Tdoc SP-010527 attached in the zip-file.). The objective is to complete the AMR-WB standardisation tasks and provide a complete solution for the introduction of a mobile wideband speech service for Rel-5. No SA4 specification is listed as impacted. However, TFO is mentioned as one issue to be completed. Also, some other listed aspects may require SA4 work (see the 3GPP Work Plan). This WI became a building block under SA4 lead feature “Wideband Telephony Service – AMR”.
· New SA1 WI on The 3GPP Generic User Profile (Tdoc SP-010548) was approved for Rel-6. There are no SA4 responsibilities identified. However, TS 26.234 is mentioned as one affected specification (possible impact to capability exchange). 
· In the updated 3GPP Work Plan, under the feature ”Multimedia codecs and protocols for conversational PS services”, a new task ”recommendation for QoS parameter values for various media types” has been defined for SA4.
