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1. Introduction

AMR-WB floating-point standardization work was divided into two phases: I) Work leading to a stable code to be used in the verification work. II) Verification work to evaluate the code resulting from Phase I.

This document presents the list of verification items for AMR-WB floating-point work (Phase II). The list has been derived from the corresponding list in the AMR-NB floating-point verification work.

Companies willing to participate in the verification phase should contact Nokia to obtain NDA for AMR-WB floating-point C-code. Note, that companies that have already signed NDA for the phase I, do not need a new NDA for phase II.

2. Verification Work Items

The following table proposes a list of work items for the verification work. It should be noted that companies participating to Phase I are already progressing some of the items.
