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1. Introduction

The liaison statement from TSG-T2 [1] proposed that TSG-S4 would take the responsibility of MMS codecs/formats of specification TS 23.140. The new codec specification prepared by TSG-S4 would then be referred in TS 23.140. This contribution proposes the codec selection for MMS.
2. Proposal

We believe that the codecs in PS streaming services [2] and MMS should be aligned as much as possible. That is, the codec selection should be similar in both applications. 

We propose the following text to the new MMS codecs/formats specification on audio media types and file format with references:
Audio

The AMR speech codec shall be supported for narrowband audio at 8 kHz [1]. The AMR wideband speech codec [2] shall be supported when audio at 16 kHz sampling frequency is supported. AMR and AMR-WB audio shall be stored according to the format specified in clauses 6.2 and 6.3 of [3].

MPEG-4 AAC Low Complexity object type [4] should be supported. The maximum sampling rate to be supported by the decoder is 48 kHz. The channel configurations to be supported are mono (1/0) and stereo (2/0). In addition, the MPEG‑4 AAC Long Term Prediction object type may be supported.

File format for dynamic media

To ensure interoperability for the transport of video and associated audio in MMS, the MP4 file format shall be supported. The usage of the MP4 file format shall follow the technical specifications and the implementation guidelines specified in TS 26.234. When using AMR and AMR-WB audio media types alone, the media shall be stored according to the format specified in clauses 6.2 and 6.3 of [3].
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
