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We would like to respectfully bring to the attention of your group a brief summary of the activity ongoing in the SA WG4 regarding the selection of a format for 2D vector graphics content, to be adopted for Multimedia Messaging Service (MMS)  and Packet Switched Streaming (PSS) services.

The main criteria that have been driving our discussion were the search for an open standard, well integrated with other WEB specification, supported by the content creation industry. A choice that meets these requirements would –in the opinion of the SA WG4- avoid market fragmentation, improve interoperability and ensure the widest availability of content.

The conclusions that were reached in our group, based on the criteria above, suggest that SVG (Scalable Vector Graphics) and specifically its Mobile profile is the candidate that best suits our requirements. More in particular: 

-
SVG (Scalable Vector Graphics) specifications by W3C are expected to become sufficiently stable in the Rel-5 timeframe.  Mobile profiles are currently being finalized (the first public draft of SVG Mobile profile was released during week 44). In this sense, we received a communication from the W3C/SVG working group regarding the schedule for SVG Mobile (S4-010652). Please find it attached for your convenience.

· SVG is expected to become the standard for 2D vector graphics commonly used in the market (internet). 

· The 2D vector graphics format Scalable Vector Graphics (SVG) should be supported for Multimedia Messaging (MMS) and Packet Switched Streaming (PSS) services;

· The question whether SVG should be mandatory ("should" replaced by "shall" in the relevant SA4 Rel-5 draft specifications on PSS and MMS) is under discussion in the SA4.    

We are looking forward to an opportunity to cooperate with T2 on these issues, and to hear from the TSG T2 group any comment or proposal that could help us enhance the interoperability and integration of different messaging services. 
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
