ITU-T Question 07/16 of Study Group 16 would like to inform 3GPP SA WG4 that during our last meeting (Geneva, 15-25 October, 2002) it was addressed the interoperability issue between fixed and mobile networks WB speech telephony services.

It was recognized that the number of AMR-WB codec modes was reduced (at TSG-SA meeting #15 in March 2002) for speech telephony service to the following five: 23.85, 15.85, 12.65, 8.85 and 6.60 kbit/s; and the allowed AMR-WB codec mode configurations within active codec sets were further limited (at TSG-SA meeting #17 in September 2002) to the following three configurations: Configuration A (6.60, 8.85, 12.65), Configuration B (6.60, 8.85, 12.65, 15.85) and Configuration C (6.60, 8.85, 12.65, 23.85).

ITU-T SG16, in order to enable interoperability with 3GPP networks, decided to include in a G.722.2 Implementor’s Guide the requirement to use the three configurations (A, B and C) when interoperability with 3GPP standards-based wireless network is required.
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
