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1. Overall Description:

Tdoc S4-020646 “Liaison Statement to 3GPP SA4” from ISO/IEC/JTC1/SC29/WG11 (MPEG) concerns meta-data in ISO files. It acknowledges the need for having simple meta-data stored in ISO files and explains that MPEG is currently working on the requirements for the format of meta-data. MPEG asks for further input from SA4 on the requirements for expression of meta-data, and in particular a list of tags that should be supported.

3GPP SA4 has come up with a suggestion for simple meta-data within 3GPP files, to describe such items as the title, author, or genre of a piece of content. The attached file is extracted from a recent contribution and provides an indication of 3GPP SA4’s desired direction and needs.

We would be pleased to hear of MPEG’s progress in this area and would like to try to avoid unnecessary divergence of specifications on the subject.  In particular, we would welcome comments on:

a) the semantics of the various tags, and whether there are constructs in MPEG-7 or other standards with sufficiently similar semantics, so that the specifications can be aligned;

b) the simplest MPEG-7 expression of these concepts, for comparison with the simple structure proposed here.

Our desire is to have our draft specification presented to meeting SA4#27 in July.
