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1. Overall Description:
This communication was endorsed by 3GPP TSG SA WG4#33 (Helsinki 22-26 November, 2004)
TSG SA WG4 gratefully respect the work of ITU-T Q.1/16 to reduce the call start-up time required by NSRP mode used in H.324. 

Several members of TSG SA WG4 have investigated pros. and cons. of reduction of call start-up time and it was found that some existing 3G-terminals have interoperability problem caused by WNSRP. Although WNSRP is basically backward compatible with SRP or NSRP of existing H.324, there may be risks on interoperability unless it is evaluated by actual IOTs
2. Actions:

In view of the impact to the market of potential interoperability problems, TSG SA WG4 kindly request ITU-T Q.1/16 to postpone any decision with regard to the issue until the next meeting of ITU-T Q.1/16. This gives manufacturers of 3G-terminals more time to investigate the current interoperability problems caused by WNSRP.
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
