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0. Overall description

3GPP SA4 would like to thank OMA BAC-MAE for its response liaison concerning our work on Dynamic and Interactive Multimedia Scene (DIMS) and its relation to Rich-Media Environment (RME). The purpose of this liaison is to 

1) Respond to your feedback regarding RME and DIMS

2) Provide an update of the DIMS technical requirements (attached)

3) Detail the responsibility of SA4 regarding technical specifications according to our scope of work and anticipated schedule (attached)

4) Inform you about our preliminary call for technical proposals (attached)

1. Response to your feedback
We appreciate your information on the current status of RME as well as sending us your use cases and requirements that we have considered for DIMS. We also note that you postponed your answer to a future liaison regarding our offer to take the responsibility of technical specifications. In relation to this we would like to inform you that SA4 has now further detailed the scope of DIMS and its responsibility of technical specifications (see 3 below).

2. DIMS technical requirements
We would like to bring to your attention that SA4 has now completed the initial technical requirements for DIMS. In order to avoid divergence and align our work items, where applicable, we have carefully analysed the RME requirements and their relevance to DIMS. The resulting DIMS technical requirements include a number of RME requirements and are attached to this liaison. We would also like to inform you that SA4 has requested SA1 to define DIMS service requirements with maximum possible alignment with OMA use cases and requirements.

3. DIMS work plan and schedule
While reviewing the scope of DIMS, SA4 has made a work plan dividing DIMS into different areas of technical work. We have identified the responsibility of SA4 to provide technical specifications for several of these and also documented our expectation of collaboration and information exchange with OMA, 3GPP SA1 and SA3, as well as other SDOs, e.g., W3C, IETF and MPEG. This way we hope that potential divergence and duplication of work can be avoided. We kindly ask you to take the attached document on DIMS scope of work and schedule into consideration when progressing the RME work.

4. Preliminary call for technical proposals
In order to facilitate the DIMS work, SA4 decided to issue a preliminary call for proposals in response to the DIMS technical requirements. The proposed technologies will be submitted as information and reviewed by SA4 in November 2005 when we finalise our selection criteria and issue a final call for proposals. We expect to select a candidate by March 2006, start a draft technical specification by May 2006 and deliver the final DIMS technical specification by November 2006. 

5. Actions for OMA BAC-MAE

SA4 kindly asks OMA BAC-MAE to 

1) note the attached DIMS technical requirements,

2) review the attached DIMS scope of work and schedule,

3) note the attached preliminary call for technical proposals for DIMS, and 

4) keep us updated on the progress of RME, its deliverables and schedule.
