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1. LASeR

WG 11 (MPEG) would like to thank you for your Liaison Statement containing information about your new work item for dynamic and interactive multimedia scenes, its technical requirements and its anticipated schedule as well as information on constraints for levels.

We are pleased to inform you that we have achieved the FDIS stage of ISO/IEC 14496-20 (LASeR) which specifies a lightweight scene representation. We believe this specification answers to DIMS technical requirements you have kindly sent to us.

LASeR scene representation is compatible with SVG Tiny 1.1, provides LASeR specific tools for incrementally creating and updating multimedia scenes, and offers support for scalable fonts. We believe this specification could be of interest for you.

Moreover, in order to align the LASeR specification with the upcoming W3C SVG Tiny 1.2 specification, WG 11 has launched an amendment to LASeR. The objectives of Amendment 1 of 14496-20 are:

a) to include SVG Tiny 1.2 elements as soon as they have reached a mature state, including scene APIs such as uDOM.

b) to improve the handling of media streams, in particular in cases where only one decoder is available or for broadcast scenarios.

c) to improve the extension mechanism to provide a compression-efficient inclusion of XML content possibly defined by other organizations.

This amendment will reach a mature state (FPDAM) in April 2006 and will be finalized at our October 2006 meeting. We therefore believe this amendment is fully in line with your anticipated schedule for DIMS.
WG 11 would welcome the contributions from 3GPP-SA4 on the 14496-20 amendment,

We would be extremely pleased if you could further inform us of:

· The work you have achieved in DIMS and all work which is relevant to LASeR; and

· Your comments and questions to the current specification and to the on-going amendment;

2. FLUTE

We are considering defining a hint format for the transmission of the files in a Part 12 container file (e.g. MP4, 3GPP) over the FLUTE protocol (analogous to the hint tracks for RTP).  We have some questions for you:

a) Is this work of potential interest to you and would you like to see it done?

b) If it is done, we feel it should be defined in Part 12 as it is of general utility, and therefore would be an MPEG work item, but you may have other suggestions as to where it should be performed.

c) Do you have comments on the proposal under consideration?

d) Do you have comments on the possible time-schedule for the work?

We would expect to process this as an amendment to the ISO Base Media File Format (14496-12 & 15444-12).

3. Summary

We are looking forward to a continued fruitful collaboration.
