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1. Overall Description:

CT4 has discussed the proposals of using Acoustic Echo Cancellation in MSC. Some CT4 delegates felt that it is just a termination capability by referencing the texts as follows in section 5.1 in 26.115.
NOTE:
Acoustic Echo Control: Narrow band speech calls from the 3G mobile network to the public GSTN involve a high delay. The only echo path that is audible to the GSTN user is the acoustic echo path in the UE. To overcome this echo a Terminal Coupling Loss (TCL) of 46dB should be achieved by the terminal. This provides adequate echo protection for calls up to a delay of 300ms as defined by ITU-T Recommendation G.131 [3].

But some delegates also noted that the acoustic echo control is not mandated for UE and therefore may potentially need the network to support the function.  
2. Actions:

To SA4 group.

CT4 kindly asks SA4 to clarify whether such functionality is needed in the core network (MGW) and if yes, then how its usage should be triggered (from the MSC). CT4 would be very grateful for any further comments on the technical details and receiving a summary of requirements to guide CT4 on this issue.
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
