Overall Description
3GPP SA4 (in short SA4) would like to thank MPEG for your information related to loss resilience video experiments. 

SA4 is actively working on a Release-7 project to define minimum performance requirements for video codecs adopted by SA4. In the course of this work, SA4 plans to specify an environment to test and characterize video codecs adopted for different 3GPP services. Among other objectives, the work includes:

· setup of appropriate test environment,

· definition of 3GPP service specific video test sequences,

· definition of appropriate transport interfaces, e.g. RTP packet streams,

· specification of 3GPP endorsed transport software,

· definition of 3GPP-service relevant objective video metrics, and
· development of minimum performance requirements and reference implementations that fulfil these requirements.
In doing so, your appreciated input, and previous work e.g. in VCEG and JVT, has been and will be taken into account.

The schedule in SA4 foresees completion of this work by September 2006. Internal agreed draft documents are expected to be available after SA4#38 in February 2006. SA4 plans to forward you more specific information, including draft documents. 

SA4 views this work as relevant for potential adoption of other video codecs in 3GPP services, and MPEG might want to consider taking into account it in their future work.
