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1. Overall Description:
3GPP SA4 would like to thank the ITU-T for their liaison statement from May 2005 (LS on Call Setup time improvement methods for H.324 regarding ACN and FSS) and for their liaison statement from August 2005 (LS on interoperability of WNSRP). 3GPP SA4 is pleased to hear that the ITU-T has accepted WNSRP as an addition to the H.324 standard and wish to inform the ITU-T that 3GPP SA4 has accepted WNSRP into 3GPP TS 26.911 and incorporated it as an optional feature to 3G-324M.

2. Actions:

3GPP SA4 is aware of the fact that there are several call setup time solutions that are not necessarily mutually exclusive. 3GPP SA4 believes that a single interoperable solution should be standardized based either on a single proposal or on a single combination of interoperable proposals that together have some added value without adding undue complexity. Having several solutions with no added value when the solutions are used together can only cause confusion and may even hinder the call setup time if terminals will support different solutions.

With respect to further proposals related to call setup time improvements, 3GPP SA4 suggests that the ITU-T take care of the decision process,: study the tradeoffs carefully and decide on the most appropriate solution. A solution is required for inclusion in the 3GPP release 7 specifications. This is currently scheduled for completion in September 2006. It is hoped that the ITU-T can consent a solution at the April SG16 meeting to enable this.
3GPP SA4 would like the ITU to inform 3GPP SA4 of the progress done in that area and the decisions made.
