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3GPP Rel-6 audio codecs represent the latest technology for the field of low-rate audio coding. An application of this technology beyond the scope of 3GPP is desirable as it will help to promote 3GPP systems as such. With the approval of the audio codec characterization (TR 26.936) an official 3GPP document is available providing a comprehensive evaluation of the 3GPP audio codecs under various conditions. It is proposed to point potentially interested organizations to this document in order to make them aware of the benefits of the 3GPP audio codecs.   
The attachment of this document contains a draft liaison which is proposed be used for that purpose.
