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1. Overall Description:
3GPP SA4 thanks ITU-T SG 16 for information on its new project. 3GPP SA4 is always interested in codec development work ongoing in other bodies, and consequently asks SG 16 to keep 3GPP SA4 informed of progress on this project. 

However, with respect to codecs for converged multimedia applications as targeted by ITU-T SG 16, 3GPP SA4 would like to inform ITU-T SG 16 that there is currently no activity or work item within 3GPP SA4 that would aim for progress on this topic.

With respect to the parameters that were set in the LS from ITU-T SG 16, 3GPP SA4 would like to comment that those would not necessarily apply similarly to codecs that were standardized within 3GPP. E.g. from the 3GPP SA4 point of view the main requirement for multimedia codecs to be used for PSS, MMS or MBMS services is rather the most advanced compression efficiency at best possible audio quality. The performance should not be sacrificed for features such as lowest latency, fine grain scalability or a too narrow restriction on computational complexity.
