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Information
In view of absence of reference video codecs, LG Electronics would like to support proposals  made by Dr. Stephan Wenger (Nokia) in document Tdoc S4 (06)0072 (Options for Video Reference Software and Anchors) including:

Proposal 1 relating to content of TR;

Proposal 2 relating to absence of any kind of S/W in TR;

Proposal 3 relating to uselessness of error patterns;
Proposal 4 seems especially important: The video codec performance requirements shall be independent of the video codec standard employed. 
At the same time LG Electronics would like to donate H.263 video codec. The donated codec is not proposed as a reference codec. It is just a tool for 3GPP experimental work. 
Conditions
The donated code is a reasonable implementation of H.263 video codec and has not embedded inside proprietary features covered by copyright documents.    

The donated source code may be used free, without copyright/licensing obligations and aimed for experimental work.

Proposal
The donated codec supports profile 0 and, partially, profile 3 (Slice Structured Mode (Annex K)). If Video Adhoc Group will decide usefulness of the existing code, LG Electronics may provide full source code providing entire profile 3 level 45 of H.263 codec as experimental or reference S/W.
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
