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1 Description

Description and Objectives of Work to be Undertaken (including Justification and Use Cases):

The Synchronized Multimedia Integration Language (SMIL, pronounced "smile") enables the simple authoring of interactive audiovisual presentations. SMIL is typically used for "rich media"/multimedia presentations which integrate streaming audio and video with images, text or any other media type. 

The 3GPP has developed, in cooperation with W3C, a profile of SMIL addressing the need of mobile applications (3GPP SMIL profile, to be found as part of [26.234] for Releases 4 and 5, and as a stand-alone document in Release 6 [TS 26.246]). The 3GPP SMIL profile has been adopted as the mandatory presentation and synchronization language for MMS in [3GPP TS 26.140] “MMS media formats and codecs”. 

The 3GPP2 has created a 3GPP2 SMIL profile [C.P0050], which features few additions to the 3GPP version. The 3GPP2 recommends the usage of SMIL as a presentation language for MMS.  

In order to address the initial needs of MMS and the adoption of SMIL, the OMA MMS conformance document provides guidelines about the usage of SMIL in MMS, and in particular it presents a set of message templates based on the 3GPP/3GPP2 SMIL profiles. However, SMIL is not just applicable to MMS and has relevance to browsing and other content delivery protocols and applications within OMA. It is the goal of OMA to help create and support a single unified profile of SMIL for the Mobile environment. The 3GPP and 3GPP2 SMIL profiles are to serve as the basis for any functional requirements analysis.
OMA-BAC, and specifically MAE, proposes to examine the needs of SMIL in the mobile domain addressed by OMA and if necessary, perform a gap analysis of the 3GPP/ 3GPP2 defined profiles, and identify any requirements mismatch. Missing requirements shall take account of the needs of the identifiable domains within OMA, specifically the MMS and Browsing domains and possibly the IM and other domains, and shall address issues such as bearer agnostic requirements, should they arise.

The requirements for “SMIL for the OMA Domain” will be determined from within OMA and elsewhere, specifically the W3C, 3GPP, 3GPP2 and others as identified. The requirements must address support for the current and legacy SMIL profiles replaced by referencing the “SMIL for the Mobile Domain”, e.g. that contained in the MMS conformance specification.

OMA will liase with W3C, 3GPP etc. to make its requirements known, and to find suitable functional solutions to any unmet requirements.

Timing:

It is expected that any requirements that are identified by OMA will effect specifications subsequent to 3GPP Release 6.
