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1 Introduction

SA4 has active work-items on MBMS User Service Extensions (MBMSUSE / SP-050838) and on PSS enhancements (PSSe / SP - 060361). The work-items are partly overlapping. SA4 has also agreed a timeplan for PSSe (S4-060511), which includes the timing for the overlapping MBMSUSE items. 

The intention of this document is to clarify the difference between MBMSUSE and PSSe and to propose an aligned timeplan for the MBMSUSE work. 

2 Commonalities and difference between MBMSUSE & PSSe

2.1 Commonalities
The MBMSUSE and the PSSe work items are overlapping on the “Fast Channel Switching” for Mobile TV services subject. Fast channel switching is important for a high user-experience for “channel surfing”. Mobile TV services may be offered using PSS where MBMS Bearer Service is not available or desirable.
The MBMSUSE Permanent Document (S4-060326) contains two Use-Cases (I,e, “Roaming” and “Out of MBMS Service Area support” in section 3.1) and three service delivery scenarios (i.e. “File Download Service”, “Mobile TV” and “Interactive Mobile TV” in section 3.2). Comparing this with the agreement User Cases from the last PSM adhoc conf call on “Fast Channel Switching” (20th of October, 2006), the “Mobile TV” and “Interactive Mobile TV” service delivery scenarios of the “Out of MBMS Service Area support” Use Case are overlapping with the PSSe WID. 
2.2 Remaining topics for MBMSUSE
The remaining objectives of the MBMSUSE WID are 
· MBMS User Service optimizations, whenever the gain justifies the changes.

· Enhanced services such as interactive services while consuming an MBMS stream and protecting the network against possible overload situations due to these enhanced services. 

· Alignment with OMA BCAST where appropriate.

The objective “Usage of interactive and streaming bearers for MBMS user service delivery, including bearer independent procedure” is only partly overlapping with the “Fast Channel Switching” objective of the PSSe WID. The “File Download” Service Delivery Scenario (cf. S4-060326 section 3.2) and the “MBMS while Roaming” use-case are not covered.
