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1 Introduction

The term GAN and UMA/GAN are used in TS26.114. Both terms have a prior history inside 3GPP and have an established meaning. It could be debated if IMS at all is defined for GAN, in any case there is no explicit description how IMS is implemented over GAN. 

In TS 26.114 GAN and UMA/GAN are used to describe a non-QoS controlled generic IP access such as non_QoS controlled WLAN, fixed internet access etc. The capability requirements defined for the MTSI client for GAN (UMA/GAN) are equally important for other non-QoS controlled access types for MTSI to work well. In order to clarify the specification GAN and UMA/GAN should be changed to a term without prior use/meaning in 3GPP.
