Justification

As part of the EU Commission eSafety initiative, ETSI MSG were requested to standardise the transmission of a Minimum Set of Data (MSD) sent from a suitably equipped vehicle to a Public Safety Answering Point (PSAP).  eCall will supplement E112 and 112 (TS12) emergency voice calls with emergency related data from a vehicle e.g. accurate location information, that will enable the emergency services to reach accident victims more rapidly, with the potential to save over 2500 additional lives annually.  The publicly available GSME paper on eCall has investigated numerous options, and identified that the GSME preffered option be based on an in-band modem solution.  
Standardized in-band modem solutions were limited to CTM, a data delivery technology developed for text telephony.  Approved at the most recent S4#45 with all interested parties in the room, and confirmed by the SA plenary, the MSG and the European Commission, unmodified CTM as standardized does not fulfill all the eCall requirements.  Further, the SA plenary, the MSG and the European Commission all agree that the 3GPP should proceed “as soon as possible” with the evaluation of alternative in-band modem data transfer solutions, and standardization of the optimal eCall solution.

Objective

The objective of this work item is to examine the alternative in band modem solutions  (in band modem and any necessary interface to the ME) for eCall, and to standardize the optimal solution.    The work first will judge the performance of each modem solution against the agreed eCall Phase 2 Comparison Criteria.  By mid-2008, the work will draw conclusions about the way forward for eCall, completing the standardization work by December 2008.
