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1. Overall Description

Thank you for your liaison, and it does seem that we are converging.  We had extensive discussion of this again, in the light of both your liaison and more input contributions.

First, we would like to address the question in your liaison:
PSS-AG: We are intrigued by the plan to deprecate the undefined value of playout delay. Does this mean that with some upcoming version of the spec, clients will no longer be permitted to send the undefined value?  To us, this seems equivalent to requiring the client to report Playout Delay.  Does 3GPP SA4 have a schedule in mind for this deprecation?
When we say ‘deprecate’ we mean that we intend to define fairly clearly how the playout delay is defined and can be calculated by the client, and to state the (very limited, in our opinion) circumstances in which the undefined value may be needed.  Outside those circumstances, we intend to say that the client ‘shall not’ send the undefined value.  The case we identify is when the client buffer is completely empty, after having had data in it.  The specification leaves open the possibility that there are other cases where the playout delay is not well defined

Second, we have prepared a correction to the specification.  Given the mutual understanding that we have developed in this liaison exchange, we’d like to ask the following:

a) is the specification, as corrected, now clear?

b) if the clients and servers were to be adjusted to reflect this specification, would this result in interoperability, in your opinion?

c) following on from that, we wonder when is the earliest your group feels that it might be able to test this?

2. Actions

Your analysis of the correction and reaction to it would be most welcome.
