Introduction
The media capability requirements of the example use cases presented in Timed Graphics WI (S4-080504) are discussed in this document. 
2. Requirements on Media Capabilities
As shown in the S4-080504, the Name Tag, Score Box and Results/Ranking Table, are typical scenarios in the proposed Timed Graphics WI, which can be used as a starting point to discuss the media capabilities required by the Timed Graphics streams. 

In the three example use cases, the graphical content will be carried in a parallel stream to a video stream. By using the words graphical content, it means graphics plus text in this document as shown in the following figures. 
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Figure 1 the Name Tag/Score Box example shown in S4-080504 and a Results/Ranking Table example
Therefore, the consideration of graphical capabilities required by the timed graphics streams is given to:
a) Simple graphics, as the black background of both the name tag and the score box, the colour lines shown at the bottom of the name tag, and the Olympic logos in the results table.
b) Text, as the name in the name tag, the score and the time in the score box, and the contestants’ names in the results table.
c) Image, as the national flags in the results table.
d) Description of rendering region of graphical content.
e) Description of composition of graphics and text, and other types of content, in another word, the grouping and layering of these contents.
3. Conclusion

The media capabilities presented above should be detailed to clarify the scope of the Timed Graphics WI for further work. It is proposed to agree the above requirements as the base for further discussion.
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
