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1. Introduction
This document discusses some potential corrigendum items in the 3GPP file format (3GP) spec TS 26.244 V8.0.0. For items with obvious solutions as we see, the text changes have been included in the attached document, with changes marked in relative to the spec. Other items are summarized in this document. We intend to include agreed changes into a change request after all issues are discussed.
2. References to ISO base media file format (ISO FF)
Different versions/parts of the ISO base media file format (ISO FF) has been referenced three times, as references [7], [38], and [41], in the 3GP spec, and one of them, [38], is a draft version of an amendment to the ISO FF. This may confuse implementers and may even introduce interoperability issues, e.g. when a newer version contains an integrated corrigendum item to an older version. Would it be possible to reference only one approved version of ISO FF?
3. Different box versions in 3GP and ISO FF

There are some boxes defined in both 3GP and ISO FF, but do not have exactly the same semantics. Following are two examples. There may be some other cases unidentified.
3.1. Track selection box
The track selection box is defined in subclause 7.3 of the 3GP spec. The same box is defined in subclause 8.10.3 in the ISO FF (2008 version), with the same box type code 'tsel' and syntax, but different semantics, in terms of a different set of defined attributes. Furthermore, 3GP includes the definition of the attribute "Language" identified by 'lang', while the ISO FF includes the definition of the attribute "Media language" identified by 'mela'.
To avoid confusions, for both implementers and the MP4 Registration Authority, and even interoperability issues, such inconsistence should be avoided. One possible solution may be to remove the definition of the track relation box from the 3GP spec, but to add a reference to a version of the ISO FF spec that contains all attributes defined in the 3GP spec. Note, however, that the "Language" attribute is not exactly the same as defined in ISO FF.
3.2. Protection scheme information box

This box is defined in subclause 10.5 in the 3GP spec, and in subclause 8.12.1 in the ISO FF spec (2008 version). The syntax in ISO FF additionally includes IPMPInfoBox compared to that in 3GP. The additional box is optional, though. 
Due to that the additional box is optional; there should be no interoperability issue. However, to avoid confusions, for both implementers and the MP4 Registration Authority, such inconsistence should be avoided. One solution is to remove the definition of this box from the 3GP spec, but to add a reference to a version of the ISO FF spec that contains the definition of this box, and to further restrict in the 3GP spec that IPMPInfoBox shall not be present.

4. Redundant box definitions in 3GP and ISO FF

There is at least one (appearing exactly) redundant box definition, SRTP Process Box, in both 3GP and ISO FF specs. While this might be fine, we think it would be better to avoid such repetition, to reduce the possibility of introducing inconsistence in the future. One solution is to remove the definition of this box from the 3GP spec, but to add a reference to a version of the ISO FF spec that contains the definition of this box.
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
