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Summary
It was clear that the intent of the declaration exercise was to determine the maximum number of EVS codec candidates and whether a qualification phase would be necessary. Given that no 3GPP Company (IM) declared an intention to submit more than one candidate, the assumption is that none of the declaring 3GPP Companies (IMs) will be submitting more than one candidate. It is proposed to include the list of candidates in the qualification rules document (or another more suitable document) and to document the agreement that only one candidate may be submitted by each 3GPP Company (IM). 
Background & Discussion

In the Paris Adhoc EVS meeting there was discussion on the number of codec submissions that each of these companies (IM) may make and it was clear that the intent of the declaration exercise was to determine the maximum number of EVS codec candidates and whether a qualification phase would be necessary.

Recently fifteen 3GPP Companies (IM) indicated their interest to put forward an EVS codec candidate to the qualification phase, hoping to be selected as part of the EVS Codec development exercise and none of these 3GPP Companies (IMs) expressed an intention to submit more than one codec candidate to the qualification/selection process.
The 15 companies who expressing an intention were;

Given the high number of declarations that have been made, the testing complexity that is implied by this number and the absence of statements of intent to submit more than one codec candidate, it is concluded that each declaring organization has effectively limited themselves to just one candidate each.  
Proposal

It is proposed to include the list of candidates in the qualification rules document (or another more suitable document) as documentation of eligible candidates and to document the agreement that only one candidate may be submitted by each 3GPP Company (IM) perhaps with the following text:
“The following companies are eligible to submit candidates to the EVS qualification: 
[Listed as above].

Only one EVS Codec candidate may be submitted by each 3GPP Company (IM).”
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
