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1. Introduction

In the course of the EVS standardization, several processing steps for both qualification and selection will require the manipulation of the bit-stream generated by the candidate codecs. For instance, this is the case in error insertion in the case of impaired channel testing, but also for bitrate verification and other purposes.

Due to the high number of candidates (15) for the EVS codec standardization activity, having specialized bit-stream manipulation tools for each candidate is not practical and could multiply the chances of processing errors. Therefore, a common bitstream format to be used for all candidates is required.  

Because of the existence of such format for standardization activities in ITU-T, i.e. ITU-T G.192 [1], and also the availability of manipulation tools that are specifically designed around the format, i.e. ITU-T G.191 [2]. The use of the ITU-T G.192 parallel interface is highly desirable.  
2. Proposal
The source proposes that all candidate codecs generate a bit-stream which is ITU-T G.192 compliant.
