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1. Introduction

At the last meeting, the source proposed [1] the use of the ITU-T G.192 bitstream format as a common interface between all candidate codecs in order to simplify the processing of the EVS codec candidates. 
There were several concerns about what formats need to be supported for the AMR-WB IO modes and whether IF1 or IF2 is used. 
In order to clarify the proposal made at the last meeting, the source would like to make it clear that the G.192 format is only used for the processing and testing of the EVS candidate codecs and the proposal does not make any assumptions about the “standardized formats” the EVS codec itself supports.
2. Proposal
The source reiterates its proposal that all candidate codecs shall generate a bit-stream which is ITU-T G.192 compliant for the purpose of simplifying and streamlining the processing plan of the EVS codec. The final formats standardized for the EVS codec is a topic that is easily resolved after selection of the EVS codec.
