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Introduction
This document is the updated version of AHEVS-140[3], and identifies major open points in EVS-8a.

Open points

a) Listening environment(s)

There are two options for listening system(s) proposed in [2].
Option A: HD-25* for NB and WB, HD-280Pro* for SWB.

Option B: HD-280Pro* for all bandwidth.

*or equivalent headphone.
Specification of equivalent headphone is needed. Listening level(s) and listening environment(s) depends on the choice of listening system(s) above.
b) Test methodology for NB and WB mixed content and music
ACR or DCR
c) General consideration of experiments
Key parameters for designing test plan listed in [2] are:
· Number of stimuli for speech [4 talkers] and mixed contents and music [4 genres/categories],
· Number of listeners in one experiment [24 listeners], and
· Maximum number of conditions in one experiment for ACR [64 conditions] or DCR [36 conditions]. 
d) Material selection for mixed content and music
