Annex X (informative): Non-CVO Interworking
X.1
General
Non-CVO interworking procedures are applied when one or both parties of the video session are not capable for CVO. When one or both MTSI clients in the video session did not indicate the CVO support, neither MTSI client will be able to use any RTP header extension with rotation information, and the scenario is the same when neither MTSI client indicates the support for CVO. In this case the CVO capable MTSI client falls back to non-CVO operation.

Procedures
In non-CVO operation, when the terminal with MTSI client is rotated during the video session, it is beneficial if the MTSI client acting as a sender rotates the video image before sending it to the other party in the video session, thus ensuring the receiver receives the image in correct orientation. In addition, the terminal can rotate the local UI along with the terminal rotation.
NOTE:
The MTSI client in non-CVO operation cannot assume the other party in the video session is able to rotate the terminal nor that the other terminal rotates the UI when the terminal is rotated.
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
