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Introduction
This document proposes a test organization for the EVS selection phase. 
Proposed Organization

Listening Laboratories
The sources propose that all the listening tests for Selection are conducted by independent and neutral entities. In order to make the selection tests as transparent as possible and simplify, for example, material selection issues, in-house tests by proponent companies (PCs) should be avoided. None of 13 PCs participating in qualification should be regarded as neutral and thus allowed to conduct listening tests in the Selection Phase.
Each unique listening experiment should be duplicated, that is, conducted by two separate LLs, for cross-checking and language coverage.

Host Laboratory

A host laboratory (HL) has to be an independent and neutral entity as in the Qualification Phase. 

Global Analysis Laboratories

The sources propose to assign two Global Analysis Laboratories (GALs), because of the large number of experiments and ToR tests, as well as several FoMs that are derived from a sizeable amount of data.  The duplication of the GAL function similar to AMR-WB selection facilitates cross-checking and blinding.  Both GAL can, for example, receive raw voting data from all LLs independently and produce a GAL report without knowing the other GAL report.
Conclusion

The sources proposed the testing organization of the EVS selection phase. Ideally, any independent and neutral entity should be invited to contribute to this activity in order to share the workload and facilitate the transparency and openness of the selection process. Therefore, the sources request EVS SWG to call for organizations that are interested in contributing to this work item.
