· The latest draft CR was discussed and there was significant opposition to making this applicable to any transport other than DASH. It was also noted that the current assumed architectures is that the FEC deciding is performed within the FLUTE layer, and that this solution should not modify that architecture.

Patrice - regarding optionality, we should say that "the UE may support this feature". Also make this more visible

S4-AHI383 was noted, but it was noted that this draft CR is predominantly agreeable.

S4-AHI385 DRAFT CR on Partial File Delivery via FLUTE was presented by Charles Lo

Eddy gave an overview of the agreed use cases from the last meeting.

Patrice – I can agree to avoid HTTP changes. I can agree on the use of the 206 response code. Can you elaborate on how using this code will affect current servers today?

Charles - we are raising this in the HTTP BIS group.
Patrice - it would be good to say "if a request goes externally, it should be blocked" but in a gentle way. We do not want to see these requests for partial files leave the terminal.
Fred - I do not agree with the statement in the reason for change that FEC can be done by the application above FLUTE. In fact, the only well motivated use case is for DASH only. I can only support this change to be restricted to DASH.
Charles – I appreciate your concerns. How would you like to see this reflected in the specifications?

Frederic – it seems that we will need some change in both 26.346 and 26.247. I assume that Qualcomm would like to see the majority of the change in 26.346.
Eddy – I can confirm this.
