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Introduction
For the EVS Qualification phase it was decided to build a common pool of music and mixed content items. This pool is meant to be the basis for the items used in the different listening labs for the subjective tests performed during EVS qualification. Details are found in Annex G of the permanent document EVS-8a [1].
After the deadline for comments to the individual companies item submissions several EVS ad-hoc calls were held where a two-step procedure was decided: In the first step a common pool is created that contains all admitted items. In a second step the pools for the individual listening labs is formed considering the accepted cultural mismatches for the different listening labs.

The present document describes the creation of two versions of the common pool for the first step. Two versions of this pool were created independently at Fraunhofer IIS and Ericsson. The two pools were then compared using MD5 checksums and they were found identical. The resulting pool is found on the Sharefile server kindly provided by Dynastat.
Ericsson Pool Creation

The pool was created on the Ericsson side by manually extracting the original submissions from all proponent companies (submissions before Sept. 14 23:59CEST). After that the updates and exclusions agreed in the subsequent EVS ad-hoc calls were applied. The procedure is described below:

Step 1:

Extraction of all originally submitted files to one common directory. (All files submitted to Dynastat's Sharefile server before Sept. 14 23:59CEST.

Inclusion of the following update:

Cross-check

The cross-check was performed using the script md5_pool.bat kindly provided by France Telecom Orange. All proponent companies provided the MD5 checksums for their set of items to Fraunhofer, Ericsson and the editor of the EVS-8a document. Fraunhofer and Ericsson generated the MD5 checksums for their instance of the common pool independently and then the Ericsson, Fraunhofer and proponent checksums were compared. Both Fraunhofer and Ericsson confirmed that all three instances of the checksums co-incide.
Initial pool lists

As a result of this crosscheck the initial pool lists required for the random selection of power controlled music (xxa1_pool.txt), classical music (xxa3_pool.txt) and modern music (xxa4_pool.txt) have been generated and attached to this document. The lists included all submitted items except those, which haven been removed as outlined in this document. Further cultural mismatches can be adjusted using these pool lists. 
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
