Justification *

Acoustics and speech processing in terminals have a strong impact on the perceived quality of voice services. The audio test specifications in TS 26.131 and TS 26.132 do not completely reflect all aspects influencing user experience. In particular, the existing objective methods are not sufficient to characterize modern voice quality enhancements embedded in terminals, such as noise reduction. 
While many advances were made in the Release 11 work item Ext_ATS,  there are still some scenarios thatare not covered by 3GPP test specifications at all, e.g. Double Talk performance, Positional Robustness, wireless headsets, etc. and items such as these are likely to encompass both UMTS and LTE 
Furthermore, as GSMA TSGVLR continues to update the HDVoice specifications with change that affect both UMTS and LTE, they will look to 3GPP to make the corresponding changes that will impact 26.131 and 26.132
4
Objective *

The objective of this work item is to extend the requirements and test methods specified in TS 26.131 and TS 26.132 which are common to both UMTS and LTE, in particular in the area of voice quality enhancement (VQE) embedded in terminals such as noise reduction. 

The objectives of this work item are to consider updates of TS 26.131 and TS 26.132, which are common to both UMTS and LTE in particular in the following areas:
· 
· Uplink Tests – including level dependency of SLR, background noise, etc
· Downlink Tests – including switching characteristics, speech quality, etc
· Extended Echo Tests
· Double talk Performance
· Evaluation of time-variant user behaviour (e.g. Positional Robustness)
· Updates to underlying test dependencies (e.g. ETSI TS 103 106, ETSI ES 202 296-1)
No impact is expected in service requirements or architecture.
