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Introduction
In [1], it is dissuaded from re-using H.264 parameter set identifier but neither appropriate backgrounds nor the scopes of the actions are provided. The implementers, who have to take the information into account to ensure proper session negotiation of video services such as [2], may not be sure of the exact intention of this recommendation.
Problem Description

In clause 5.2.2 of [1], it is specified as,
When H.264 (AVC) is used it is recommended to transmit H.264 (AVC) parameter sets within the SDP description of a stream (using sprop-parameter-sets MIME/SDP parameter – RFC6184 [25]). Moreover, it is not recommended to reuse any parameter set identifier value that appeared previously in the SDP description or in the RTP stream.
Typical implementers or readers of [1] may ask the following questions:
· Does it mean that an offered parameter set which was not accepted should not be re-offered in a later SDP offer before the initial session negotiation is completed?
· Does it mean that in SIP update or session re-negotiation triggered by the change of link quality, it is not recommended to re-use a parameter set identifier value previously offered (but rejected) or negotiated?
· What if an identical parameter set identifier needs to be transmitted while returning to the negotiated bit-rate, e.g., after a temporary reduction of bit-rate requested by TMMBR?
Proposal

SA4 is requested to review this issue and take appropriate measures if necessary, for example, by rewriting the sentences, providing further information, or removing the second sentence altogether. The measures may have to be as generic as possible as the bit-stream or session negotiation procedures of other video codecs also exchange such parameter sets. Although the sentence has been present there since Rel. 7, such measures need to be taken only from Rel. 10 and later as currently the implementers refer the relatively recent releases in the design of session negotiation logics.
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
