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Introduction

In SA4#73 it was agreed that, by default, the selection testing should be done by non-candidate labs. It was also decided that criteria will be specified for the listening labs to comply with ensuring testing integrity.
This contribution makes some proposals to increase such confidence in testing reliability and integrity.
Discussion
Up to now, 3 candidate labs (DELTA SenseLab, Dynastat and Mesaqin) have declared interest in participating to EVS Selection test phase. These labs have declared their capabilities to perform tests in other languages than their native languages, some of them covering a wide range of languages. These potential listening labs (LLs) and the possible languages are listed in Table 2 of EVS-8b PDoc which is recalled below:

Some issues have already been raised in S4-130488 about the support of many different languages by each declared lab. In particular, this is related to:
· The suitability of the databases handled by test labs when these databases are not in their native languages (e.g. accents that are not detected by lab people). 

· The proper translation of instructions given to listeners
· The communication between test lab people and listeners especially to answer their questions 
Proposals
In order to increase the confidence in the testing reliability and integrity, it is proposed that each LL provides to 3GPP SA4 some written confirmation/commitment on the following points:
· Provide to 3GPP the instructions given to listeners for all the tested languages
· Confirm that listeners perform tests in their native language only
· Provide to 3GPP all relevant information about listeners and especially the age profile (listening by only students or young people may for instance introduce some bias in the test and produce results not comparable/consistent with other test results)

· Confirm that for all tests a person will be present at least during the training session to answer the questions from the listeners in their native language

· Inform SA4 about the background of the test lab relative on P.800 testing in each declared language
Besides, it is proposed that LLs offer the possibility to Proponent Candidates and the SQ SWG to listen to the databases used for testing. This verification can for instance be done during an SQ SWG/SA4 meeting.
Finally, for music and mixed content experiments, it is proposed to select identical test samples in at least one content category (e.g. modern music) for labs repeating the same experiment, to be able to compare lab results.
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
