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1. Overall Description:

3GPP SA4 would like to thank ISO/IEC SC29/WG11 (MPEG) for their on-going support and information on DASH-related activities. During the recent 3GPP SA4#76 meeting, 3GPP SA4 reviewed two Liaison letters from MPEG. 
On N13726: 
· We reviewed ISO/IEC 2nd edition FDIS 23009-1:201x and we decided to continue aligning our 3GP-DASH specification to relevant changes in this document. The preference is to refer to this edition from Rel-12 onwards and remove duplicated text from our specification TS26.247. In order to complete this, we require a published standard and therefore we ask you on any updates on the progress of this edition of the standard, in particular the expected publication date. 
· In addition, based on ISO/IEC 2nd edition FDIS 23009-1:201x, we also addressed the integration of 3GPP specific extensions to the DASH namespace by updating the TS26.247 with the attached CR in document S4-131223.
On N14019: As this LS was only made available during the 3GPP SA4#76 meeting, please consider the following as a preliminary reply:
· 3GPP SA4 is interested in potentially cooperating and aligning on both, the SAND and SIC core experiment. We expect that we have more information after the next SA4#77 meeting, i.e. for your 108th MPEG meeting.
· On the new profile proposal, tentative to a more detailed analysis, at least some initial concerns were raised of several 3GPP SA4 members to dismiss multiplexed Representations from such a new profile. Single component Representations may for example result in increased uplink traffic or in inefficiency in MBMS-based delivery of DASH formats. Further study on this subject is necessary and we expect more input for MPEG#108.

In order to continue the work on the above matters in 3GPP, we kindly ask MPEG to keep us informed about any updates on the above matters, in particular on the publication status of DASH-related standards, the core experiments SAND & SIC and the activities on the new profile.
