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1. Overall Description:

3GPP SA4 would like to thank ISO/IEC SC29/WG11 (MPEG) for their on-going support and information on DASH-related activities. During the recent 3GPP SA4#77 meeting, 3GPP SA4 reviewed one liaison letter N14006 from MPEG. 

3GPP is specifically interested in the special Periods as defined in Draft Corrigendum (DCOR 1) and the "Enhanced live time synchronization" feature as defined in PDAM 1 and considers those as candidate technologies for robust DASH-based live streaming operation. 

In addition, we are interested in the SAND core experiment as communicated from MPEG in earlier liaisons. In particular, 3GPP is currently conducting a study on DASH enhancements and we have already documented several use cases, requirements and gap analysis, some of which might be relevant in the context of SAND. The output of this study is documented in 3GPP TR 26.938, the latest version of which is attached for your information. Hence, 3GPP would be interested in the latest detailed status, technical scope, time plan and considered completion date for the work on SAND. 
Furthermore, we would like to bring to your attention an identified inconsistency in ISO/IEC 23009-1 that is also present in 3GPP TS26.247. In ISO/IEC 23009-1, it says that "one or more SegmentList elements" may be present, but the schema does not support higher cardinality than one. We consider to remove the "or more" in TS26.247. However, in order to maintain alignment with MPEG-DASH, we would like to understand if you support this change or if you prefer a schema change to enable the additional cardinality.

SA4 looks forward to continuous and fruitful alignment and coordination of our efforts in the area of adaptive media delivery.
2. Actions:

SA4 asks ISO/IEC SC29/WG11 (MPEG) to 
· keep SA4 informed about any updates on the publication status of ISO/IEC 23009-1:2014 and the progress of DCOR1 and PDAM1 of ISO/IEC 23009-1, 
· to provide the latest detailed status, time plan and considered completion date for the work on SAND,
· to provide feedback to resolve the identified inconsistency on the cardinality of SegmentList.
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
