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1. Overall Description
SA4 was discussing the attached CR on RTP profile negotiation as a way to improve the interworking between MTSI clients and VoLTE-video UEs based on GSMA PRD IR.94.

When an MTSI client sends an SDP offer for both RTP/AVP and RTP/AVPF then it will use SDP Capability Negotiation (SDPCapNeg) [RFC5939] to offer the RTP/AVP profile on the m= line and the RTP/AVPF profile on the a=tcap line. An IR.94 UE supports both RTP/AVP and RTP/AVPF but is not required to support SDPCapNeg for the profile negotiation. This means that it will not understand the ‘tcap’ attribute and thus will not understand that RTP/AVPF is being offered. The clients will therefore agree on using RTP/AVP which prevents using the AVPF feedback messages defined in RFC4585 and the Codec Control Messages (CCM) defined in RFC5104. The AVPF and CCM feedback messages, e.g., TMMBR, FIR and PLI, are important for achieving good video quality and not being allowed to use them will have a significant impact.
During the discussion, some concerns were raised that if the SIP UPDATE (or SIP re-INVITE) with the second SDP offer for RTP/AVPF is rejected then this may lead to problems, e.g., that the media or even the session might be terminated.
SA4 therefore seeks guidance on whether the proposed method is a reliable way to improve the RTP profile negotiation.
