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ITU-T Q10/16 thanks GSMA TSGVLR (your GSMA TSG - GSMA TSGVLR/Doc, our TD 225/Gen) about the announcement of the publication of the HD Voice Logo Terminal, Network Requirements for the usage of the ‘HD voice’ logo with GSM/UMTS/LTE or now also with CDMA2000 or DECT and the information on the next steps. Development of audio codecs which provide HD quality (and beyond) is within the scope of Q10/16 and Q10/16 is looking forward to future collaboration with GSMA in this area.
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
