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1. Overall Description:

In TS 26.114 SA4 has clarified the procedures for determining the RTCP bandwidth from the RTCP bandwidth modifiers defined in RFC 3556.  As RFC 3556 was specified mainly for multicast sessions, SA4 worked with the IETF AVT WG to clarify how the RTCP bandwidth is calculated from the modifiers in two-way sessions. 
The sum of the RR and RS bandwidth modifiers together indicate the total RTCP bandwidth for all terminals in a session.  Therefore, in two-way sessions, each UE is allocated half of (RS + RR) in each direction of media transport, i.e., RTCP BW = (RR + RS)/2.  This appears to be in conflict with TS 29.213 which over-allocates twice this amount of bandwidth for each direction of media transport, i.e., (RR + RS).
