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1. Overall Description:

3GPP SA4 would like to thank ISO/IEC SC29/WG11 (MPEG) for their on-going support and information on DASH-related activities. During the recent 3GPP SA4#81 <and SA4#82 meeting>, 3GPP SA4 reviewed the liaison letters N14607 and N14761 from MPEG. 

We adopted a subset of the technologies in provided in ISO/IEC 23009-1:2014 Cor.1 and ISO/IEC 23009-1:2014 Amd.1 in context of our Rel-12 WI on MI-EMO to support robust DASH operations. 

With great interest we reviewed the 3GPP candidate parameters for SAND. We have used your information and integrated those for the purpose to be used in the context of DASH-over-MBMS operation in TR26.946, clause 7.2.3 and 7.2.4. We would like to maintain alignment with MPEG and therefore appreciate any feedback on this matter, especially also in the context of our Rel-13 eDASH work item.

We also reviewed your letter on “Role/kind of media streams” in N14761. We would like to inform you that we do not maintain any such metadata and are not planning to do so in any near future. We would support a central repository for such metadata and may consider referring to this if considered appropriate.

We agreed to support “Location timed metadata tracks in the 3GPP File Format” based on the attached CR in S4-141345. In order to stay aligned with your specifications of ISO/IEC 14496-12 we would like to understand if this feature is of interest for you and may be added to an Amendment of ISO/IEC 14496-12.

In 3GPP Technical Report (TR) 26.938 clause 6.17, carriage of quality metadata in the 3GPP file format was documented as a potential DASH enhancement. 3GPP has just launched a new work item to conduct normative work on DASH, and is considering available solutions from MPEG on quality metadata carriage in the ISO base media file format (ISOBMFF).  In this context, 3GPP requests MPEG to send the latest version of the ISO/IEC 23001-10 specification "Information technology – MPEG systems technologies -- Part 10: Carriage of Timed Metadata Metrics of Media in ISO Base Media File Format" and would like to be informed about the current status of this work at MPEG.
SA4 looks forward to continuous and fruitful alignment and coordination of our efforts in the area of adaptive media delivery.
