VTRI_EXT Evaluation Results
AHVIC-069 VTRI_EXT Evaluation Results, from Qualcomm, was presented by Mr. Muhammed Coban (Qualcomm).
Bo Burman (Ericsson) asked if frames falling outside of the average plus 3 standard deviations described in section 2.2. are treated as lost (late loss), or simply not rendered. Muhammed answered that it is simply not rendered, but it is used in the decoding.

Özgur indicated he did not have time to collect feedback internally yet, and since the Tdocwas sent after the deadline, he would like to request time to get that before commenting on the document. The chairman indicated there was a subsequent telco planned to let enough time for review of the results.
Özgur asked whether the TR describes the expected UE behaviour for the messages, also the combined cases, like RPSI+FEC? Muhammed explained RPSI behavior is clear, as described in Rel-12. For retransmission, the additional clarification is that sender retransmits every packet. Here we increase delay. For FEC there are multiple possible approaches, and we don’t expect to specify a single solution. It can be left up to the implementation. 
Özgur: until the next call, we expect to have some questions on the expected UE behavior to get these results. Muhammed: the goal here should be to see what each too could do.

Özgur: How do you expect FEC to go forward and to what detail? 
Muhammed: One option was to use Reed-Solomon and the other was parity-XOR. For the simulation it was easier to use RS. It does not matter so much how it is specified; we have no specific preference.

Frederic: How do we expect it to be included in the TR? 
Muhammed: Describe what each tool can do (and in combination).
Frédéric: we can then note the contribution as the proposed text is in the updated TR.
