1. Overall Description:

3GPP SA4 would like to thank ISO/IEC SC29/WG11 (MPEG) for their on-going support and information on DASH-related activities. During the recent 3GPP SA4#85 3GPP SA4 reviewed the liaison letters N15545 and also dealt with DASH and ISO BMFF related matters.
We would like to inform you on our most relevant activities related to DASH:

· 3GPP decided to remove all duplicated text from TS26.247 and refer to MPEG-DASH ISO/IEC 23009-1:2014/Amd.1 and Cor.1. This will simplify maintenance and extensibility of 3GP-DASH in the future. The CR addressing this issue is attached to this letter. 

· 3GPP also decided to include a mechanism for partial file delivery in the context of DASH over MBMS. The details are documented in the attached two CRs. We believe this work may be important in the context of your work on partial file handling in order to properly store partially received files.

· 3GPP also progressed the work on MEPRO and SAND, primarily to provide APIs and communication for a DASH client that operates in an MBMS environment including broadcast and unicast connectivity. SAND is expected to be a relevant building block for this work. 
Based on the above summary and with respect to your provided information, please take the following information into consideration:
· Any updates such as corrigenda to MPEG-DASH also affect 3GP-DASH. Therefore, it is strongly desirable that MPEG informs 3GPP at appropriate on any such changes and provides the possibility to comment.

· For SAND, we will investigate the usefulness of different messages in the context of our work, but we were not yet able to finally conclude on your request. We expect to be able to provide feedback after SA4#86. 

· As MPEG-DASH in ISO/IEC 23009-1 and SAND in draft ISO/IEC 23009-5 were and continuously are developed in a collaborative manner as part.1, we strongly urge MPEG to publish these documents and any updates in a way such that 3GPP members can freely access the specifications.    
SA4 looks forward to continuous and fruitful alignment and coordination of our efforts in the area of adaptive media delivery.
