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Background
In clause 12.7 of [1], interworking procedures with other IMS and non-IMS networks are specified. In clause 18.3.2 of the same specification, session setup procedures for MTSI client in terminal using fixed access are specified by referring clause 6.2.2.
Problem Description

To bridge the gap between MTSI client in terminals within 3GPP network and those outside, a relaxed set of requirements are applied to MTSI MGW, leaving the detailed procedures to the service policy and implementation. In clause 12.7.2.5, support of some AMR and AMR-WB SDP parameters is mandated if the codecs are supported, but how to construct SDP offer or answer is not specified.
As specified in clause 12.7.1, the requirements for interworking with other IMS and non-IMS IP networks apply towards the remote network, therefore the requirements specified in clause 18.3.2 for MTSI client in terminal using fixed access must be aligned with those in clause 12.7.2. Considering the access used in fixed access does not meet any conformance requirements set by RAN5 or other 3GPP WGs, it would not make a practical sense if this type of MTSI client in terminal has stronger requirements than MTSI MGW.
Proposal

SA4 is requested to assess the unaligned requirements for MTSI client in terminal using fixed access and take appropriate measures to avoid the misunderstanding of the implementers. A CR for TS 26.114, S4-151250, is submitted to address this issue.
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
