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Executive summary

An MTSI SWG teleconference on MMCMH was held on September 24, 2015. Seven documents (excluding the agenda) had been submitted for the meeting and all were handled. Four documents were agreed, two were noted, and one was revised and postponed to October 05 MTSI SWG MMCMH call.

Opening of the conference call 

The SA4 MTSI SWG acting chairman, Kari Jarvinen (Nokia Corporation), opened the conference call at about 16:00 hours CEST on September 24, 2015.  Venkatraman Atti (Qualcomm) volunteered to take minutes and prepare a brief report of the conference call. The Chairman requested the participants to email Venkatraman Atti confirming their attendance to the call so that he can prepare the list of participants.

Approval of the agenda and registration of documents

The MTSI SWG acting chairman Kari Jarvinen (Nokia Corporation) presented S4-AHM290R2 Proposed agenda for SA4 MTSI SWG conf. call on MTSI Extension on Multi-stream Multiparty Conferencing Media Handling (MMCMH) on September 24, 2015.

The proposed agenda in Tdoc S4-AHM290R2 was approved. The agenda was updated and the final version is S4-AHM290R3.

Reports and liaisons
(No liaison documents on MMCMH were received since SA4#85. No discussion.)

4. 
MTSI Extension on Multi-stream Multiparty Conferencing Media Handling (MMCMH)
Tdoc S4-AHM296 “MMCMH Project plan, v0.2.1” was presented by Tomas Frankkila (Ericsson LM).

Tomas Frankkila (Ericsson LM) indicated that the MMCMH project was updated to include the addition of Talker ID provisioning, and any further updates to the Permanent Document based on the contributions from September 24 and October 05 MTSI SWG MMCMH telecos. 

Conclusion: Agreed.

Tdoc S4-AHM297 “Provisioning of Endpoint ID” was presented by Bo Burman (Ericsson LM).

Bo Burman (Ericsson LM) pointed out that the talker ID provisioning is included in the Work Item Objectives and this contribution describes a solution to be included in the permanent document. Bo Burman (Ericsson LM) presented the use case description where multiple UEs are connected to a multi-party conference and the Users in general are interested in knowing the identity of other participants in the conference, e.g., who is the current active speaker. 
Bo Burman (Ericsson LM) suggested that the UE can obtain the participant list by subscribing to the RFC 4575 conference event package from the conference focus. Bo Burman (Ericsson LM) further pointed out that the conference focus can use methods from regular AS call control in TS 24.229 in order to determine who the user that is calling in, and can populate the conference roster to send to subscribing conference participants.
Conclusion: Agreed.

Tdoc S4-AHM298 “Proposed update to draft CR 26.114 for MMCMH” was presented by Bo Burman (Ericsson LM).

Bo Burman (Ericsson LM) presented the draft CR to 26.114 to enable the multi-stream multi-party conferencing. Stephane Ragot (Orange) pointed that the cover page and the “Reason for change” needs to be modified to minimize generalization. Bo Burman (Ericsson LM) pointed that this draft is work in progress and will be updated in the MTSI SWG MMCMH call on October 05.
Conclusion: Noted.

Tdoc S4-AHM299 “TR 26.9xx v0.0.1 Media Handling Aspects of Multi-stream Multiparty Conferencing for MTSI” was presented by Venkatraman Atti (Qualcomm).

In SA4#85, it was discussed that the MMCMH permanent document be converted to a Technical Report (TR). Venkatraman Atti (Qualcomm) prepared a first draft v0.0.1 and the MTSI SWG discussed on the practicality aspects of submitting the TR first to SA4 #86 and then subsequently to SA#70 for approval. MTSI delegates will work offline to understand the procedure and make plans to prepare the TR for SA4 #86.
Conclusion: Revised (to S4-AHM300 to be dealt in conf. call on Oct. 5).

Tdoc S4-AHM301 “MMCMH: Concurrent Codec Capabilities Exchange (CCCEx)” was presented by Nikolai Leung (Qualcomm).

Nikolai Leung (Qualcomm) highlighted the five different ways for CCCEx format exchange 1. Absolute limits per media type, 2. Absolute limits per codec type, 3. Processor resource allocation, 4. Profile-based approach, and 5. RTP-level stream limit.  Nikolai Leung (Qualcomm) pointed that there is a trade-off between the granularity of the information to be provided and the ability to indicate the capability to support more concurrent operations.  There may be scenarios or devices where vendors or operators wish to communicate detailed information about the concurrent sessions that can be supported. On the other hand, there may be mid- to low-end terminals that are not designed to support more than three-to-four participants in a session which the vendor or operator only wishes to expose very basic (less granular) functionality. Instead of choosing one of the above formats, it is recommended that a terminal vendor or operator have the capability to choose any of the described formats to communicate its CCC.  A result of this is that the conference initiator, which has to receive all the CCC information, has to be able to decode and understand all the formats
Based on feedback from MTSI SWG delegates (Tomas Frankkila Ericsson LM, Ozgur Oyman Intel, Bo Burman Ericsson LM) further offline work is suggested to clarify the questions.

Conclusion: Noted.

Tdoc S4-AHM302 “MMCMH: Media Distribution via single-source multi-unicast” was presented by Venkatraman Atti (Qualcomm).

Venkatraman Atti (Qualcomm) pointed out that this contribution is revised based on S4-150976 MMCMH: Media Distribution via Multicast. The contribution clarifies on the distinction from the continuous presence use case from Clause 4.1.3 in permanent document. The proposal is to update the MMCMH permanent document with the SSMU topology. Bo Burman (Ericsson LM) asked if an SDP example can be included for clarification. Venkatraman Atti (Qualcomm) agreed to provide an SDP example for the Oct 05 MMCMH call.
Conclusion: Agreed.

Tdoc S4-AHM303 “Update to the permanent document for media handling and session establishment without conference focus” was presented by Venkatraman Atti (Qualcomm).

The MMCMH permanent document has progressed to v0.4.0 in SA4#85. 
Venkatraman Atti (Qualcomm) pointed out that based on certain offline discussions on the MMCMH work item, it is noted that the Session Establishment and the Media Handling aspects are separated and elaborated as separate Clauses or use cases. In this proposal, the Clauses 4.10.1.1 and 4.10.2.1.1 are re-organized under 4.10.4. The next version of MMCMH permanent document will be updated to reflect these changes.
Conclusion: Agreed.
