Opening of the conference call 

The SA4 MTSI SWG acting chairman, Kari Jarvinen (Nokia Corporation), opened the conference call at about 16:00 hours CEST on October 05, 2015.  Venkatraman Atti (Qualcomm) volunteered to take minutes and prepare a brief report of the conference call. The Chairman requested the participants to email Venkatraman Atti (Qualcomm) confirming their attendance to the call so that he can prepare the list of participants.

MTSI Extension on Multi-stream Multiparty Conferencing Media Handling (MMCMH)
Tdoc S4-AHM300 “TR 26.9xx v0.1.0 Media Handling Aspects of Multi-stream Multiparty Conferencing for MTSI” was presented by Venkatraman Atti (Qualcomm).

Venkatraman Atti (Qualcomm) prepared the draft TR 26.9xx v0.1.0 to reflect the latest changes in the MMCMH permanent document v0.4.0. 
Conclusion: Agreed.

Tdoc S4-AHM304 “MMCMH Permanent Document, v0.4.1” was presented by Tomas Frankkila (Ericsson LM).

Tomas Frankkila (Ericsson LM) prepared the updated MMCMH permanent document to integrate the contributions (S4-AHM297, S4-AHM302, S4-AHM303) from the September 24 MMCMH call. 

Conclusion: Agreed.

Tdoc S4-AHM316 “MMCMH: Media Distribution via single-source multi-unicast” was presented by Venkatraman Atti (Qualcomm).

Venkatraman Atti (Qualcomm) presented the SDP examples for SSMU topology. Bo Burman (Ericsson LM) suggested that the SDP offers follow the same procedure as answers and use multiple m-lines to represent media. Venkatraman Atti (Qualcomm) agreed with the proposal and the contribution will be updated and submitted to SA4 #86.

Conclusion: Noted.

Tdoc S4-AHM317 “MMCMH: MSMTSI CR to 26.114” was presented by Venkatraman Atti (Qualcomm).

Venkatraman Atti (Qualcomm) presented the draft CR to 26.114 that was based on S4-AHM298 to include the audio use cases. It was proposed that the S4-AHM317 and S4-AHM321 are merged and proposed as a single CR. MTSI SWG delegates are suggested to work offline to prepare the MSMTSI CR to 26.114.
Conclusion: Noted.

Tdoc S4-AHM318 “MMCMH:SDP semantics for CCCEx format” was presented by Ye-Kui Wang (Qualcomm).

Ye-Kui Wang (Qualcomm) presented SDP semantics for CCCEx format based on feedback from the September 24 MTSI SWG MMCMH call. The document was postponed and progress further to clarify questions offline.
Conclusion: Noted.

Tdoc S4-AHM319 “MMCMH: Examples of how CCCEx information is used” was presented by Nikolai Leung (Qualcomm).

Nikolai Leung (Qualcomm) noted that during the discussion of contribution AHM301 in the September 24 MTSI SWG teleconference on MMCMH, there was a request for examples to show how the CCCEx information would be used by a conference initiator to establish a conference with in-terminal mixing. Nikolai Leung (Qualcomm) presented the examples to demonstrate how the information is used by the call initiator. Nikolai Leung (Qualcomm) highlighted the limitations associated with the granular profile-based CCCEx and the flexibility provided by the processor allocation-based CCCEx. The document was postponed and plan to progress further to clarify questions offline.
Conclusion: Noted.

Tdoc S4-AHM321 “Proposed update to draft CR 26.114 for MMCMH” was presented by Bo Burman (Ericsson LM).

Bo Burman (Ericsson LM) presented the draft CR to 26.114 to enable the multi-stream multi-party conferencing with video examples. It was proposed that the S4-AHM317 and S4-AHM321 are merged and proposed as a single CR. MTSI SWG delegates are suggested to work offline to prepare the MSMTSI CR to 26.114.

Conclusion: Noted.

Tdoc S4-AHM322 “Draft LS on MTSI Extension on Multi-stream Multiparty Conferencing Media Handling (to: CT1, CT3, CT4)” was presented by Tomas Frankkila (Ericsson LM).
