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Executive summary

An MTSI SWG teleconference on MMCMH_Enh was held on July 25, 2016. Three documents (excluding the agenda) had been submitted for the meeting and all were handled. One document was noted and two were agreed.

Opening of the conference call 

The SA4 MTSI SWG acting chairman, Nikolai Leung (Qualcomm), opened the conference call at about 15:00 hours CEST on July 25, 2016.  Venkatraman Atti (Qualcomm) volunteered to take minutes and prepare a brief report of the conference call. The Chairman requested the participants to email Venkatraman Atti (Qualcomm) confirming their attendance to the call so that he can prepare the list of participants.

Approval of the agenda and registration of documents

The MTSI SWG acting chairman Nikolai Leung (Qualcomm) presented S4-AHM327R1 Proposed agenda for SA4 MTSI SWG conf. call on Enhancements to Multi-stream Multiparty Conferencing Media Handling (MMCMH_Enh) on July 25, 2016.

The proposed agenda in Tdoc S4-AHM327R1 was approved.

Enhancements to Multi-stream Multiparty Conferencing Media Handling (MMCMH_Enh)
Tdoc S4-AHM328 “MMCMH_Enh: Gains of a Compact Format for Concurrent Codec Capabilities Exchange (CCCEx) via SDP” was presented by Nikolai Leung (Qualcomm).

Nikolai Leung (Qualcomm) highlighted that this contribution builds on top of the S4-160726 and elaborated on the large SDP size in an MS-MTSI session negotiation. In S4-AHM328, proposals to minimize the number of SDP lines are presented. Bo Burman (Ericsson LM) asked if simultaneous codec restrictions are indicated as multiple lines rather than one line and if there are any dependencies of encoder w.r.t. decoder. Nikolai Leung (Qualcomm) clarified with examples on how the CCCEx on the encoder, decoder can be adjusted.  Bo Burman (Ericsson LM) asked if SIP OPTIONS can be replaced with this proposal of SDP with a new document type. Venkatraman Atti (Qualcomm) clarified that either the SIP OPTION approach or the proposal in AHM328 can be used before the session start and there can also be a hybrid approach. 
Conclusion: Noted and further offline discussions to continue.

Tdoc S4-AHM329 “Draft CR to TR 26.980 v 13.0 Querying and exchanging codec capabilities for MMCMH” was presented by Venkatraman Atti (Qualcomm).

Venkatraman Atti (Qualcomm) prepared the draft CR to TR 26.980 v13.0 to include the SIP OPTIONS method to exchange the codec capabilities. The draft CR was agreed and the author will prepare a CR to TR 26.980 for the SA4#90 meeting. 
Conclusion: Agreed.

Tdoc S4-AHM330 “Use of a=rid constraints parameters” was presented by Bo Burman (Ericsson LM).

Bo Burman (Ericsson LM) highlighted that the simulcast stream identification procedure is aligned with that of recent changes in IETF document updates (based on a=rid constraints parameter). Nikolai Leung (Qualcomm) asked if it is better to simply reference to the IETF spec rather than repeating the changes in TS 26.114, because if the IETF draft moves then we have to keep synch between the specifications. Bo Burman (Ericsson LM) indicated that the author will monitor any changes in IETF and reflect them to maintain synch.
Conclusion: Agreed.
