[bookmark: _Toc437640647]7	Uu Interface User Plane (UE)
The interface between the UE AMR-WB speech codec (see 3GPP TS 26.201) and the Radio Access Network is an internal UE interface and is not detailed. The mapping is corresponding to the mapping described in clause 6 for the Iu interface.
NOTE:     In case of codec mode adaptation requested by network, it may take a short time period until the speech frames sent by the UE to the Radio Access Network comply with the modified set of available rates. The Radio Access Network should allow the UE Encoder to adapt and should not block currently used rates for the next 80 ms after the information about the allowed rate has been sent to the UE Encoder. Doing so, no audio gap (i.e.discarded packet) should be introduced by UE in sending direction when changing mode requested by network.
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
