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Executive summary

An MTSI SWG teleconference on MMCMH_Enh was held on October 03, 2016. Six documents (excluding the agenda) had been submitted for the meeting and five were handled. Three documents were noted, two were agreed, and one was noted without presentation.

Opening of the conference call 

The SA4 MTSI SWG acting chairman, Nikolai Leung (Qualcomm), opened the conference call at about 15:00 hours CEST on October 03, 2016.  Venkatraman Atti (Qualcomm) volunteered to take minutes and prepare a brief report of the conference call. The Chairman requested the participants to email Venkatraman Atti (Qualcomm) confirming their attendance to the call so that he can prepare the list of participants.

Approval of the agenda and registration of documents

The MTSI SWG acting chairman Nikolai Leung (Qualcomm) presented S4-AHM3331R1 Proposed agenda for SA4 MTSI SWG conf. call on Enhancements to Multi-stream Multiparty Conferencing Media Handling (MMCMH_Enh) on October 03, 2016.

The proposed agenda in Tdoc S4-AHM331R1 was approved.

Enhancements to Multi-stream Multiparty Conferencing Media Handling (MMCMH_Enh)
Tdoc S4-AHM332 “Draft CR 26.980 Compact SDP Usage for MMCMH Session Initiation” was presented by Nikolai Leung (Qualcomm).

Nikolai Leung (Qualcomm) highlighted that this contribution builds on top of the S4-160726 and elaborated on the large SDP size in an MS-MTSI session negotiation. In S4-AHM328, proposals to minimize the number of SDP lines are presented. Frederic Gain (Ericsson LM) suggested editorial clarifications. Nikolai Leung (Qualcomm) provided analysis of how much compression is achieved in the SDP offer when using the compact CCC SDP attribute. Discussion on how to use SDP Offer-Answer rules in an MMCMH session initiation ensued. This document was noted and further offline discussions are planned before the SA4#91 meeting. 
Conclusion: Noted.

Tdoc S4-AHM333 “Draft CR 26.980 Common Codec Identification and Usage” was presented by Venkatraman Atti (Qualcomm).

Venkatraman Atti (Qualcomm) prepared the draft CR to TR 26.980 v14.0 to include the common codec identification and usage procedures. Venkatraman Atti (Qualcomm) presented procedures on how to exchange information on the mandatory or optional- codecs for the MSMTSI session are given. The mandatory codec here is a common codec (typically a legacy/older generation codec) that is supported by all the participants in the conference and is an “essential” codec for transcoder-free MSMTSI conferencing. Frederic Gain (Ericsson LM) suggested to use a terminology that is different from mandatory/optional to avoid confusion with the MTSI specification on codecs. Venkatraman Atti (Qualcomm) suggested that he will prepare a CR with common/preferred codec rather than mandatory/optional codec terminology for the SA4 #91 meeting. The draft CR was noted. 
Conclusion: Noted.

Tdoc S4-AHM334 “Draft CR 26.980 MRF handling with reduced m-lines” was presented by Venkatraman Atti (Qualcomm).

Venkatraman Atti (Qualcomm) presented the procedures on MRF handling in the presence of many conference participants and RTP stream selective forwarding mechanism. Frederic Gabin (Ericsson) suggested editorial clarifications on the hanging paragraph right after the Heading. Venkatraman Atti (Qualcomm) will produce a CR to the SA4#91 meeting.
Conclusion: Agreed.

Tdoc S4-AHM335 “Draft CR 26.114 SIP OPTIONS Usage for CCCEx” was presented by Venkatraman Atti (Qualcomm).

Venkatraman Atti (Qualcomm) presented the SIP OPTIONS approach for CCCEx. Frederic Gabin (Ericsson LM) suggested editorial clarifications on the hanging paragraph right after the Heading. Bo Burman (Ericsson LM) indicated that the SDP examples need to be updated with respect to 26.114 Rel. 14.1. Venkatraman Atti (Qualcomm) will produce a CR to the SA4#91 meeting.

Conclusion: Agreed.

Tdoc S4-AHM336 “Draft CR 26.980 Simulcast RID Usage Considerations” was presented by Bo Burman (Ericsson LM).

Bo Burman (Ericsson LM) presented a background on the simulcast stream identification and RID usage. Discussion on pros and cons of keeping the consistency toward IETF specs ensued. More offline discussion to follow before the SA4#91 meeting.
Conclusion: Noted.

Tdoc S4-AHM337 “Draft CR 26.114-YYYY Codec simulcast clarifications” not presented 

Conclusion: Noted without presentation.
